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Abstract

The abstract should appear at the top of the left-hand column of text, about 12 mm below the title area and should not exceed 200 words. Leave a 12 mm space between the end of the abstract and the beginning of the main text. All manuscripts must be in English and should not exceed 8 pages, including illustrations.

1. INTRODUCTION

These guidelines describe the formatting, fonts and spacing of your CBMI 2003 submission. If you have any questions or doubt, please contact the organizing committee. The current word template can be used directly to produce a properly formatted paper.

2. FORMATTING YOUR PAPER

All printed material, including text, illustrations, and charts, must be kept within a print area of 175 mm wide by 226 mm high. The top margin must be 25 mm, except for the title page, and the left margin must be 19 mm.  All text must be in a two-column format. Columns are to be 83 mm wide, with an 8 mm space between them. Text must be fully justified. 

3. PAGE TITLE

The paper title should begin 35 mm from the top edge of the page, centered, completely capitalized, and in Times 13-point, boldface type.  The authors’ name(s) and affiliation(s) appear below the title in capital and lower case letters.  Papers with multiple authors and affiliations may require two or more lines for this information.

4. TYPE-STYLES AND FONTS
Paper should be in Times-Roman 10pt font, including figure captions. Lines should be separated by a single space. 

The first paragraph in each section should not be indented, but all following paragraphs within the section should be indented as these paragraphs demonstrate.

5. MAJOR HEADINGS

Major headings, for example, “1. Introduction”, should appear in all capital letters, bold face, centered in the column, with one blank line before, and one blank line after. Use a period (“.”) after the heading number, not a colon.

5.1. Subheadings

Subheadings should appear in lower case (initial word capitalized) in boldface.  They should start at the left margin on a separate line.

5.1.1. Sub-subheadings

Sub-headings should appear in lower case (initial word capitalized) and start at the left margin on a separate line. They should not be in italics nor underlined.

6. Page numbering

No page numbers should appear on the paper. Page numbers, session numbers, and conference identification will be inserted when the paper is included in the proceedings.

6.1. Illustrations, graphs, and photographs

Illustrations must appear within the designated margins and may span the two columns. Position illustrations preferably at the top of the columns or, eventually at the bottom rather than in the middle. Caption and number every illustration.  Captions should be below the illustrations and tables. All halftone illustrations must be clear black and white prints.  Do not use any colors in illustrations.

7. Footnotes

Use footnotes sparingly (or, even better, not at all!) and place them at the bottom of the column on the page on which they are referenced. Use Times 9-point type, single-spaced. To help your readers, avoid using footnotes altogether and include necessary peripheral observations in the text (within parentheses, if you prefer, as in this sentence).

8. References

List and number all bibliographical references at the end of the paper.  References should be numbered in alphabetic order or in their order of appearance in the document, as you wish. References in the text should appear as a number in square brackets, like [1].
